You
must retain the content from your HCC core classes as part
of the foundation needed to pass the Core Subjects exam.

MATH 1301; Life and Physical Science component; and American
History component

 Students must have a minimum 2.5 overall GPA to apply for
admission to the Urban Education educator preparation program
(this includes courses taken at the community college and at
UHD).

 Joint Admission provides students the opportunity to maximize
