For UHD admission purposes only, full-time freshmen are defined as 
students entering with 15 hours of credit or less.

Student   State of Texas defines a full-time undergraduate student as one who carries 15 or more semester credit hours per fall or spring semester while full-time graduate status is defined as 12 hours. 
Federal definition declares undergraduate full-time status at 12 hours and graduate full-time status at 9 hours.

GRADUATION RATES   Cohorts of first-time freshmen and college transfers who first enrolled in a fall semester.  It also includes those first-time freshmen and college transfers 
who enrolled in the summer session and returned to enroll full-time in the subsequent fall semester.  Full-time freshmen are defined at enrollment in 12 hours or more.
