
Residency Criteria 
 

 

To qualify for Texas resident tuition, students MUST meet one of the below criteria. If you have questions 
about meeting the criteria, please email the Residency department at Residency@uhd.edu. 

1. A U.S. citizen who: 
a. established domicile in this state not less than 12 months before the census date of the 

academic semester in which the person enrolls in an institution; and 
b. maintained domicile continuously in the state for the 12 months immediately preceding the 

census date of the academic semester in which the person enrolls in an institution. 
2. Non-U.S. citizens are eligible to establish and maintain domicile in this state for the purposes of 

subsection (a)(2) or (3) of this section: 
a. a Permanent Resident; 
b. a person who is eligible for permanent resident status, as defined in §21.22(7) of this title 

(relating to Definitions); 
c. a non-immigrant who holds one of the types of visas identified as eligible to domicile; 
d. a person classified by the USCIS as a Refugee, Asylee, Parolee, Conditional Permanent Resident, 

or Temporary Resident; 
e. a person holding Temporary Protected Status, and Spouses and Children with approved 

petitions under the Violence Against Women Act (VAWA), an applicant with an approved USCIS 
I-360, and a person granted deferred action status by USCIS; 

f. a person who has filed an application for Cancellation of Removal and Adjustment of Status 
under Immigration Nationality Act 240A(b) or a Cancellation of Removal and Adjustment of 
Status under the Nicaraguan and Central American Relief Act (NACARA), Haitian Refugee 
Immigrant Fairness Act (HRIFA), or the Cuban Adjustment Act, and who has been issued a 
fee/filing receipt or Notice of Action by USCIS; and 

g. a person who has filed for adjustment of status to that of a person admitted as a Permanent 
Resident under 8 United States Code 1255, or under the "registry" program (8 United States 
Code 1259), or the Special Immigrant Juvenile Program (8 USC 1101(a)(27)(J)) and has been 
issued a fee/filing receipt or Notice of Action by USCIS. 
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Residency Criteria 
 

 
What is “Qualifying Established Domicile”? Students seeking to change their status to resident at UHD must 
meet one of the below criteria and submit supporting documentation. 

1. Significant Gainful Employment 
a. Employer Verification Letter with starting date to present date(s) on company letterhead 

(cannot be handwritten) 
b. Check stubs for 12 consecutive months on company letterhead (cannot be handwritten) 
c. Proof of other earned income such as pensions, veterans' benefits, social security, and savings 

from previous earnings for 12 consecutive months prior to the census date 
d. Employment conditioned on student status, such as work study, the receipt of stipends, 

fellowships, or research or teaching assistantships DOES NOT constitute gainful employment. 
2. Social Services 

a. For a person who is unemployed and living on public assistance, written statements from the 
office of one or more social service agencies located in Texas that attest to the provision of 
services to the person for the 12 consecutive months prior to the census date of the term in 
which the person enrolls. 

3. Residential Real Property 
a. Sole or joint marital ownership of residential real property in Texas with documentation to 

verify 12 consecutive months of ownership prior to the census date of the term in which the 
person enrolls, such as a Warranty Deed, with the person or the dependent's parent having 
established and maintained domicile at that residence. 

4. Ownership of a Business Entity 
a. Documents that evidence the organization of the business in Texas that reflect the ownership 

interest of the person or dependent's parent, and the customary management of the business 
by the person or dependent's parent without the intention of liquidation for the foreseeable 
future. 

5. Marriage to a Person who has Established and Maintained Domicile in Texas 
a. Marriage Certificate or Declaration of Registration of Informal Marriage with documentation 

to support that spouse has established and maintained domicile in Texas for 12 consecutive 
months prior to the census date of the term in which the person enrolls.
